Today Abele’s son, Adriano, runs the winery with the help of his sons, Armando and Franco,
both of whom graduated with a degree in Oenology. Armando and Franco bring a new
technological knowledge to Adami’s Prosecco production and serve as reinforcement to the
family’s long-standing tradition of producing high-quality wines.
