Aia Vecchia has 48 hectares of vineyards split between two estates: “Podere Aia Vecchia” and “Casa Vecchia.” The Pelligrini family have been grape growers in the area for several generations and produce two red wines:

2003 Lagone IGT Toscana (Merlot, Cabernet Franc, Sangiovese blend)

2002 Sor Ugo IGT Toscana (Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, Petit Verdot)

About Aia Vecchia: 
Aia Vecchia focuses on both Sangiovese and Bordeaux varietals including Merlot, Cabernet Franc, Cabernet Sauvignon and Petit Verdot. Tibor Gal, the former highly esteemed winemaker of Ornellaia, was the founding winemaker at Aia Vecchia, putting them on the map as a “winery to watch” in a region best known for Super Tuscans. Tibor Gal was killed in a car accident last year. Gal’s protégé, thirty-year-old winemaker Sandor Meresz, continues his tradition at Aia Vecchia.  

Wine Region: 
The area between Bolgheri and Bibbona has a particularly favorable microclimate and soils well suited for the production of high quality wines. Many of Italy’s best known producers have a long and successful wine producing history here. Aia Vecchia’s vineyards are exposed to both direct sunlight and sunlight reflected from the sea, which generally results in an early harvest. In the last few years, the winery has purchased additional acreage in order to increase their Bolgheri D.O.C. region production.
