The first head-trained spur-pruned vineyards were planted at the Ajello estate in 1860. Today, 168 acres are occupied by densely-planted vineyards divided between the native varieties of Grillo, Insolia, Catarratto and Nero d’Avola grapes, as well as Chardonnay, Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, Cabernet Franc and Syrah. Grapes are picked exclusively by hand, and only the best, carefully selected fruit is used.

Ajello is a family-owned and operated winery located in the Mazara valley in Sicily. Founded by Salvatore Ajello’s grandfather in 1860, the winery’s philosophy, in the words of Salvatore, is simple: “We let nature do most of the work; we try to capture in a bottle the richness, vitality and structure of the magnificent grapes produced by our vineyards. All we know is that our role is to simply be the guardians of these qualities.”

Wine Region: 
The Val de Mazara’s viticultural history dates back to Roman times. The vineyards on the Ajello family’s 300-acre estate, bordered by the Judeo stream, face southwest at an altitude of 650 feet above sea level and have clay-calcareous soil.
