About Boroli:
Boroli is a relative newcomer to Barolo.  Silvano Boroli, whose family background in the publishing industry in Piedmont dates back to 1919, dreamed of working closely with his native land. Silvano planned to buy property in the Langhe, one of the most coveted regions in Piedmont. In 1997 a rare opportunity arose—prime vineyard land in the Langhe was for sale by a family without heirs. Silvano was able to purchase that land and begin living his dream. His friendship with Slow Food founder Carlo Petrini led to his joining the board of Università di Scienze Gastronomiche (in Pollenzo) and the board of Associazione Amici dell’Università di Scienze Gastronomiche located (in Colorno, Pavia).

Elena Boroli (Silvano’s wife) is the president of the company, supported by her son Achille Boroli, head of marketing and sales. They have three other sons who are active in other sectors: Carlo works in the family publishing business, Filippo is a physician and  Guido  is an architect (who also designed their new winery situated in the Villero vineyard located just outside of Castiglione Falletto in Barolo).

The small production estate is comprised of vineyards and a winery in Alba as well as a separate winery in Barolo including two of Italy’s most famous Barolo vineyards: the prestigious Villero and Cerequio Crus.

Vineyards:


Alba Vineyards

The winery farmhouse, known as “Cascina  Bompè” is located on the “Madonna di Como” hill, approximately 1270 feet above sea level in Alba.  According to tradition, the surrounding vineyards have been cultivated for centuries. The area covers 50 acres, of which 45 are vineyards. Grapes produced here include Barbera, Dolcetto, Nebbiolo, Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon and Moscato. 

Barolo and Castiglione Falletto Vineyards

Boroli’s estate, known as “La Brunella,” is located in the comune of Castiglione Falletto, in the heart of Barolo. With hillside vineyards and an excellent panorama, the vineyard is nearly 1000 feet above sea level. On a clear day, the Alps are visible in the distance, and below lie the most famous historical crus of Barolo. The Villero Cru is considered one of the great vineyards of the Langhe, together with the Cerequio Cru in the comune of Barolo (recently acquired by the Borolis).  The total area of the estate is 28.5 acres, of which  24.5 acres are vineyards planted with Nebbiolo.
