About Li Veli: 
Masseria Li Veli is an imposing building on the southernmost slopes of the Murge hills. The project is the result of a partnership between Avignonesi and Angelo Maci. Together they have decided to give new life to an old dream of the Marquis Antonio De Viti De Marco, a famous Italian economist who, at the beginning of the century, had chosen this farm to transform it into a model winery for the whole of southern Italy. The pre-existing stone structure has been transformed and enlarged, according to a well-planned and functional design in keeping with the style and layout of the original building.

Today the estate comprises 86 acres of vineyards planted with traditional Apulian varieties and using alberello trellising. Current annual production is 100,000 bottles. In the next few years, according to the company plan, 148 acres of traditional vineyards will be vinified for an estimated total production of 300,000 top-quality bottles.
Wines Produced: 
Li Veli highlights the Salento region's principal native varietals. These include the red varieties Negroamaro, Primitivo, Malvasia Nera and Susumaniello, which Li Veli makes into powerful, inky, dark wines of great character and elegance.

Wine Region: 
The Salento region of Puglia, located on the heel of the “boot” of Italy, is bathed by the Adriatic sea to the north and the Ionian sea to the south. Its hot days and cool nights make it an ideal grape-growing region. Winemaking has been practiced in Puglia since the 7th century B.C. Today the region is Italy’s biggest volume producer, and quality has improved greatly over the past two decades.
