About Gruppo Felluga: 
The origins of the Gruppo Marco Felluga winegrowing dynasty can be traced back to 1890 in the Istria region, where Marco Felluga had the foresight to develop certain grape varieties and untap the potential of the terrain which they deemed especially made for certain species of vines.

Marco’s son, Giovanni took over the business in 1905 and in 1920 moved his family and the business to the seaside town of Grado, close to both Collio and Colli Orientali del Friuli.
Located between the sea and the mountains, the climate is mild, each hill having its own microclimate. The soil consists of sandstone and marl, the ideal habitat for vineyards and the cultivation of special grape varieties particular to the Gorizian Collio. 

Marco, the second youngest of Giovanni’s six children, trained at the prestigious Enological School of Conegliano. He is credited with moving the family business in an innovative direction, emphasizing quality and research, which has been the guiding force for all four of the Marco Felluga estates: 

· Marco Felluga, located in the Collio Goriziano in the town of Gradisca d’Isonzo (GO)

· Russiz Superiore, located in the Collio Goriziano in Capriva del Friuli (GO) 

· Castello di Buttrio, located in the Colli Orientali del Friuli in the town of Buttrio (UD)

· San Nicolò a Pisignano, located in the Chianti Classico in San Casciano Val di Pesa (FI)

Twenty years ago, Marco Felluga’s founding philosophy of innovation and quality led to a collaboration with several different agronomy departments of the leading universities in
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Turin, Milan and Udine in conjunction with ERSA (Ente Regionale perla Promozione e lo Sviluppo Dell “Agricoltura del Friuli-Venezia Giulia”). This collaboration led to groundbreaking experiments unique to Italy called “Progetto Marco Felluga.”

Today, the company is led by Marco Felluga’s children, Roberto and Alessandra.

About Marco Felluga: 
Both Marco Felluga and Russiz Superiore are located in the Gorizian Collio region of Italy. The headquarters of the company are in Gradisa d’Isonzo, which in the fourteenth century was a fortified citadel of the Venetian Republic. The city’s walls were designed by Leonardo da Vinci and are the gateway to Gorizian Collio. Marco Felluga controls over 300 acres of vineyards, most of which are family owned and operated and are especially suited to white grape varietals. In fact, seventy percent of their production is dedicated to white wines, including Tocai Friulano, Ribolla Gialla, Pinot Grigio, Sauvignon and Chardonnay. Refosco, Merlot, Cabernet Franc and Cabernet Sauvignon represent the red grape varietals.

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RUSSIZ SUPERIORE

About Russiz Superiore: 
Located in Capriva del Friuli in the Gorizian Collio lies the pride of the Marco Felluga family: Russiz Superiore.


Russiz Superiore was the original name of the estate founded in 1273 by its first Lord, a Torre-Tasso prince. 


The estate is comprised of 250 acres of land of which 150 are vineyards with a planting density of 2425 plants per acre. The hills of Russiz provide the ideal environment for both red and white grape production due to its geomorphology, special climate and soil composition made up of marl and sandstone.

CASTELLO DI BUTTRIO

About Castello di Buttrio: 
The estate of Castello di Buttrio has belonged to the Marco Felluga family since 1994 and is located in the heart of the Colli Orientali del Friuli. This historical region is known for its winemaking tradition and is one of the most prestigious DOC in Friuli-Venezia Giulia. 

Located on top of the hill, the castle is the heart of the estate. For centuries it was a safe haven for the local population, and bears silent testimony to the battles fought over the land. Castello di Buttrio is not only the name of the estate, but it is a historical mansion whose history dates back to the year 1000 and is currently undergoing a renovation in cooperation with the Cultural Ministry and Friuli-Venezia Giulia region.  
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Buttrio is approximately 20 km from the sea and is protected to the north by the Julian Alps, which creates an ideal habitat for the cultivation of vines. The vines of Castello di Buttrio are native varieties and are considered a true rarity because they are descendents of the ancient vines of this historical estate.

SAN NICOLÒ A PISIGNANO

About San Nicolò a Pisignano: While three of the Marco Felluga estates are located in the heart of the Gorizian Collio in Friuli-Venezia Giulia, the fourth, San Nicolò a Pisignano, is found in San Casciano Val Pesa in the Chianti Classico area.
The estate’s holdings include 135 acres of land, of which 70 produce Sangiovese, Cabernet Sauvignon and Merlot grapes. 

San Nicolò also produces an extra virgin olive oil called La Poggiona. Approximately 35 acres are planted with a density of 160 trees per acre. The olives are harvested by hand and are cold-pressed in a frantoio or stone press, according to age-old tradition.
