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Crushed stones and rubbed sage give way to
wild berries, hints of black tea and exotic spice
as the 2020 In Violas del Poliziano blossoms in
the glass. Cool-toned and soothingly round, it
sweeps across the palate with silken textures
and ripe red and blue fruit notes while taking
on a chalky mineral concentration toward the
close that I find wildly attractive. It tapers off
with a web of fine-grained wood tannins that
frames the experience quite well. It is
classically dry and has a tinge of licorice that
lingers on.
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
