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From fruit grown in Monleale - the top
Timorasso village - a slow fermentation in
ceramic vessels, oak casks and stainless steel
tanks yields a very attractive, creamy and
textured wine with honeysuckle and light peach
aromas. There's fine balance between ripe fruit
concentration and lively acidity, giving it
potential to age in the bottle.
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
