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When the Chiarli family debuted Cleto Chiarli
Lambrusco Grasparossa di Castelvetro
"Centenario" DOC Amabile, it was considered
"a new wine for a new age," made in the
amabile style—literally meaning "lovable." The
designation is for a slightly sweeter wine (this
one has 48 g/l). Here, 100% Lambrusco
Grasparossa, a grape variety with deep color
and high natural acidity, counters the sugar
content. If you like a red fruity blend, this is
your Lambrusco—almost a bit of a giddy
throwback to Riunite. The floral and black
pepper aromas give way to a fresh, fruity and
floral expression on the palate.
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
