Pale straw-green with a persistent stream 
of small bubbles. Refined, almost austere 
aromas and flavors of crushed stone, mint, 
and white peach. Finishes long, pure and 

very taut. No easy sweetness here (in fact, 
this has 6 g/L total acidity but only 4 g/L 

residual sugar, compared to Bosco di 
Gica’s 10 g/L). Like all Rive Proseccos, 

this is a single vineyard wine.
