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The Enrico Serafino 2018 Barolo
Monclivio is a blend of fruit from
Serralunga d'Alba, Monforte d'Alba and
La Morra. You get the power of the first
two villages with the silky texture of the
third. This wine is relatively
approachable with direct fruit,
blackberry, dried cherry and exotic
spice.
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
