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Accessible and easy-drinking, the
Poliziano 2019 Rosso di Montepulciano
is a fun and charming wine that focuses
on the primary aromas most associated
with Sangiovese from Montepulciano.  
 
The wine opens to dark cherry, dried
cranberry and crème de cassis with
dried rose and garden soil. This Rosso
is lean-bodied and compact in terms of
mouthfeel, but it's the freshness of the
aromas that count.
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
