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The 2017 Barbera d'Alba Vigna Vecchia 
Scarrone is positively gorgeous. Savory, 

nuanced and beautifully layered in the glass, 
the 2017 possesses tremendous complexity and 
character - the brutally hot year notwithstand-
ing. It is also very different from the straight 
Scarrone Barbera, which has not always been 

the case of late. I would prefer to cellar the 
2017 for at least a few years.
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
