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The 2018 Brunello di Montalcino keeps me coming 
back to the glass to take in its pretty bouquet of 
dusty florals, exotic spices and dried strawberries. 
This is like pure silk on the palate, seamless and 
supple, with depths of dark red fruit and mineral 
tones that add a more tactile feel toward the close. 
Balsam herbs, cedar and tobacco all resonate 
throughout the long and dramatic finale, as fine 
tannins frame the experience with youthful poise. 
As is often the case, Casanova di Neri is a master 
at creating one of the region's most balanced and 
enjoyable "entry-level" Brunellos.
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
