This Riserva maintains an impressive 
balance of intensity and restraint its 

concentrated flavors of black cherry and 
kirsch mingling with notes of plum 

tomato, dried oregano and bay leaf. 
Raspy tannins and perky acidity weave 

through the wine, lending grip and 
freshness to the rich flavors.
